What Is NIE?
NIE, Newspaper in Education, is a cooperative effort between
schools and newspapers to promote the use of newspapers as
an educational resource. The Newspaper Association of
America Foundation is the administrative organization for
NIE programs in the United States. The Foundation provides
resources and training to newspapers and educators on us-
ing newspapers in schools; helps newspapers develop strate-
gic plans for promoting and marketing their NIE services;
and represents newspapers with a broad variety of educa-
tional partners. NAA Foundation has also compiled a list of
NIE sites from across the country and around the world.

NIE Statistics
NIE has two main missions...create future readers and help children
learn through using newspapers as a teaching tool.
•NIE reaches 40 percent of all school-aged children.
•950 newspapers have an NIE program.
•110,000 schools are involved.
•There are 390,000 teachers who participate.
•NIE believes in creating youth content in newspapers.
•NIE believes in supporting school newspapers.
•NIE believes in the power of the newspaper as a tool in the
classroom.

Why Use NIE?
The numbers speak volumes.

•On average, students who used the newspaper in school
scored 10% better on standardized reading tests than
students who did not.
•In schools that were high in low-income, non-English speak-
ing or minority students, the increase in test scores for the
newspaper group was as much as 29%!
•In all cases, the more newspapers were used throughout
the year, the greater the gain in test scores.
